Staging

The stage is made up of a Nivoflex decking system which enables different stage and seating formats to be created. Please liaise with theatre management, as not all formats will be available due to build time & cost constraints.

The central area of the stage (within the pillars) has a MDF/blockboard covering which can be screwed into – within reason!  

Use of Pyrotechnics etc

Due to the largely wooden structure of the theatre, and the proximity of the audience, the use of pyrotechnics is severely limited. The use of haze or smoke is permitted, and the use of guarded or supervised naked flames is possible with prior agreement. All such effects are to be used within the recommendations of the relevant authority (licensing/fire etc) and the venue technician will give final consent. All contact with the relevant authorities will be via the venue technician.
Rigging / Drapes
At the US end of the theatre there is permanently rigged hemp set for flying, if required, a single overlap tab track and full black tabs. Loose pulley sets are available for spot flying at the venues discretion. There is a stock of soft masking that will fit under the gallery as required.

Dressing Rooms

There are two dressing rooms, accommodating approx. 10 persons each. Both are equipped with disabled showers and toilets. Show relay and calls can be received in both rooms as well as in the backstage crossover corridor.

Get In

Access to the theatre is through standard double doors. Long pieces of set will need to be brought in via the seating store – please advise us before arrival so that arrangements can be made. 

There is ample parking for dropping-off/unloading next to the theatre and free long term parking for cars and trucks (up to 7 1/2 tonne) a few minutes’ walk away.
The theatre is a mile to the north of Oxford city centre, just a short walk to the shops and cafes of Summertown, with a frequent bus service to the city centre.
